References and/or figures may be included as necessary. But the overall paper (including references and figures) cannot exceed the one page limit.
Do not change the font sizes or line spacing to squeeze more text into a limited number of pages. Use italics for emphasis; do not underline.
A brief abstract (containing unformatted text only) must be entered separately in the abstract text box when submitting this paper on Papercept.
To insert images in Word, position the cursor at the insertion point and either use Insert | Picture | From File or copy the image to the Windows clipboard and then Edit | Paste Special | Picture (with “Float over text” unchecked). 
I. Headings
Headings may be used as required, but are not necessary. Please adopt the Small-Caps heading style as used routinely in IEEE Transactions.
